The twin institutes of the Seth GS Medical College & KEM Hospital were established in 1926 with a 

nationalistic spirit to cater to the “health care needs of the northern parts of the island” to be 

manned entirely by Indians. With a glorious legacy of over 80 years, 10 lakh patients annually and 

50,000 plus surgeries, these institutes are among the top ranked in the country with the Latin 

Maxim “ Non Sibi Sed Omnibus”- not for self, but for all embedded in every heart.

The year 2014 was marked by several achievements. The state of the art renovated Emergency 

Medical Services was commissioned. The construction of the liver intensive care was completed. 

The department of Anatomy created a google page for students to share lectures of faculty members 

and also enable students to interact with them. A record 2500 procedures were conducted by the 

department of cardiology in the cath lab along with several novel procedures. The Clinical 

Pharmacology department trained several technical associates in the use of the Vigflow software for 

Pharmacovigilance of the World Health Organization. The department of Microbiology received 

ISO accreditation for their virology and immunology divisions. The department also 

commissioned the Genexpert system for the rapid detection of tuberculosis and multi drug 

resistant tuberculosis. The departments of Urology and Nephrology were successful in renal 

transplant in a HIV positive patient. The Neonatology department was recognized as a regional 

collaborative center for Facility Based newborn care. The nurses of the institute received the Mayor's 

award for their contributions and the pathology department started immunohistochemistry 

services for breast cancer patients. The preventive and social medicine department was instrumental 

in linking 35 rural centers to the telemedicine facility. Several workshops and conferences were 

conducted successfully and many faculty members received awards and fellowships.

A glorious paradox of an educational institute is that while the alumni grow old, the Alma Mater 

grows, forever young. In 2015, several planned developments will constructively change the twin 

institutes for the betterment of patient care, greater efficiency of its enormous staff, sounder 

training of students and resident medical doctors, teaching faculty and not to forget, the support 

staff. In the words of Jesse Jackson “We have removed the ceiling above our dreams. There are no 

more impossible dreams”.

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Neurosurgery 

 The department is a referral centre for neurosurgical patients from through-out western India and also from 
other parts of the country. The highlight of management is that there is no waiting list for surgery. All 
patients needing surgery are operated within 2 days of admission. All the technological equipment necessary 
to perform any kind of complex neurosurgery procedure is available in the department. Specialization in 
sub-divisions of neurosurgery is encouraged. The department now wishes to enhance the capabilities by 
incorporating endovascular techniques within the framework of the department. Approximately 2000 
operations are done by the departmental staff. Of these there are 450 operations done for head trauma in the 
general surgery operation theatre by the neurosurgical staff. 1500 surgeries were performed in the 
neurosurgery operation theatre. Video EEG and neuropsychological assessment available for evaluation of 
epilepsy patients. Radionics CRW Stereotaxy apparatus available to perform deep brain biopsies and 
functional neurosurgery. Brainlab Neuronavigation system installed for image guided cranial and spinal 
surgeries. Digital subtraction angiograms and endovascular neurointerventional procedures are now being 
performed. Carotid stenting, coiling of aneurysms and treatment of cranial and spinal arterio-venous 
malformations is being routinely done.
